Anne-Sophie Parent foi Secretdria-Geral da AGE Plataforma Europa (AGE), de setembro

de 2002 a junho de 2020. A AGE consiste numa rede de auto-advocacia, de cerca de 100
organizacoes, que representam 40 milhGes de idosos aproximadamente, em 27 Estados
Membros da UE, Noruega e Suica.

Defende o direito a igualdade dos idosos, quer para homens, quer para mulheres. Juntou-se
a Older Women's Network da Europa e estd envolvida em algumas task forces da AGE.
Anne-Sophie Parent esta particularmente interessada em promover a igualdade de género
nos sistemas de pensdes e em combater a discrimina¢do com base na idade a nivel dos
servicos financeiros. Encontra-se envolvida no Grupo de Utilizadores de Servicos Financeiros
(FSUG), criado pela Comissdo Europeia, e preside ao Conselho Consultivo do Programa
Conjunto de Assisténcia a Vida no Ambiente. Representa a AGE no Euro Retail Payment Board,
para expressar as preocupacdoes das pessoas idosas, desde que este grupo foi criado pelo
Banco Central Europeu em 2014.

Complementando o seu envolvimento na AGE, é Secretaria-Geral do Pacto Europeu sobre
Mudancas Demograficas (como voluntdria), desde 2016. Esta ampla rede redne autoridades
publicas subnacionais, entidades com e sem fins lucrativos que desejam unir esforcos para
promover ambientes favoraveis ao envelhecimento na Europa e combater a discriminagdo
baseada naidade .

Anne-Sophie Parent From Sept. 2002 to June 2020 Ms. Parent was Secretary General of AGE
Platform Europe (AGE), a self-advocacy network of some 100 organisations representing some
40 million seniors across Europe in 27 EU Member States, Norway and Switzerland.

Ms. Parent continues to advocate for equality in old age for both women and men. She has
joined the Older Women’s Network, Europe and is involved in some AGE Task Forces.
Anne-Sophie is in particular keen to continue promoting gender equality in pension systems
and to combat age discrimination in financial services. She remains involved in the Financial
Services Users’ Group (FSUG) set up by the European Commission, and chairs the Advisory
Board of the Assisted Ambient Living Joint Programme. She represents AGE in the Euro Retail
Payment Board to voice older persons’ concerns since this group was established by the
European Central Bank in 2014.

Complementing her involvement in AGE, Anne-Sophie Parent has been Secretary General of
the European Covenant on Demographic Change since 2016 (volunteer position). This large
network brings together subnational public authorities, non-for-profit and profit actors who
wish to join forces to promote age-friendly environments in Europe and combat ageism.
